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MUJI Company Forestry Tour of Tennessee

A delegation of representatives of Ryohin Keikaku Company, based in Tokyo, Japan, visited Tennessee

from September 26th through October 5% looking for suppliers of white oak for furniture lines.

MUIJI, the shortened name of the company, was originally founded in Japan in 1980. They offer a wide
variety of products including household goods, apparel and food. Mujirushi Ryohin, MUJI in Japanese,
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translates as “all value no frills” or “no-brand quality goods.” If you check their website
(www.muji.com/us/), MUJI has three core principles:

1. Selection of materials

2. Streamlining of processes

3. Simplification of packages
There are about 700 MUJI stores in 32 countries worldwide. In North America there are stores in New
York, New Jersey, and California. The company’s principles manifest in their interest in product detail
starting on the ground, through production and on into the store. In my conversations with Takaaki
Ozora, the general manager of global sourcing based in Singapore, | learned that he had traveled to
Tanzania to visit the farms where MUJI’s cotton was grown and also to New Zealand to meet the
shepherds and see the sheep where wool was obtained. Now, he has come to Tennessee visiting
landowners, and sawmills that grow and process white oak logs- that could be sold to Muji to make

furniture.

The delegation spent the first day with John Burch, 2015 Tree Farmer of the Year. John’s property on the
Humphrey - Dickson county line west of Dickson was a great place for them to begin learning about
hardwood silviculture. John has been working with Tennessee Division of Forestry Area Foresters for
many years and also employs Jonathan Boggs of Arbor Springs Forestry for management advice. They
spent a day with Stacie Bates of Curvey Road Sawmill, Charlotte, TN, another day with Bill Joyce of
Middle Tennessee Lumber in Dickson, ate barbeque at Puckett’s in Leiper’s Fork on the way to see the
Hassell & Hughes plant in Collinwood guided by Tony Hunt. They then walked across the mill yard and
talked with Parkes Hughes of Hughes Hardwood International. Hughes exports lumber all over the
world. One of the high points of the trip was the morning spent at the West Highland Rim Forestry
Association Forestry Field Day on Saturday, October 1%t at Ann and Loic Gerville-Reache’s farm near
Dickson. Brian Hughett, Area Forester with the Division of Forestry, presented the use of “hack and
squirt” for removing low quality hardwoods. The Natural Resources Conservation Service Dickson Field
Office District Conservationist, Wynne Luter, walked everyone through an example of a cost share
practice to control erosion. They also saw two recent harvest sites, one a recommended silvicultural
practice and the other known as a “high grading” on a neighboring property that is not recommended.
High grading removes valuable timber but leaves low quality trees in the forest. The group also traveled
to South Pittsburg near Chattanooga to see the saw_mill and kilns of Cardin Forest Products, LLC. Bob

Hughes of Cardin led the tour of the mill.

We have reports that MUJI bought lumber during their trip to Tennessee and are looking for local

suppliers of furniture parts for coffee and dining tables.
