BEHAVIOR SUPPORT PLAN

A Behavior Support Plan is a document that results from a functional behavior assessment and describes:

1.
What appropriate skills/behaviors will be taught to a student which serve the same purpose/function as the problem behavior

2.
How those skills will be taught, and by whom, including measurable criteria

3.
What changes will be made in the environment/curriculum, if any, to decrease the likelihood of the problem behavior and increase the likelihood of the appropriate behavior

4.
Responses which will be made when the problem and the appropriate behavior occur

5.
A crisis management plan to provide safety

6.
A method to evaluate the behavior support plan

7.
The responsibility of each person on the team and their function as a member of the team
