[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of the 
ELECTRONIC EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES 
BOARD MEETING
March 3, 2016

The meeting of the Emergency Medical Services Board opened at 9:00 a.m. in the Poplar Room at 665 Mainstream Drive, Nashville, Tennessee and electronically.

CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL

Members of the Board present:

Donna Tidwell opened the meeting at 9 a.m. and went over the procedural steps required for an Electronic board meeting. Mrs. Tidwell then turned the meeting over to the Chair to call roll. Dr. Smith asked the Board members on the conference line to answer with a “yes” or “aye” if they were present and to identify if they were attending electronically or in person:

Dr. Smith advised a quorum was present.

Mrs. Tidwell advised the purpose of the meeting was to discuss the “Summary Suspension” of Bryan Englebert. She then reviewed the reason for an electronic board meeting and informed the members of the Board that the law requires every vote during this meeting be a roll call. Board members are required to introduce themselves when speaking. 

Mrs. Tidwell informed the Board there would need to be a motion to move forward and a second followed by a roll call vote to determine if the Board wishes to proceed with the electronic meeting.  
Mr. White motioned to proceed with the meeting electronically and Mr. Strange seconded the motion. 
Motion was passed with a voice vote.

Mrs. Tidwell read the requirements the board must find in order for the electronic board meeting to be held:
1. Subject matter must require timely action. 
2. Physical presence of all members is not possible as Board members are employed and scattered throughout the state. 
3. The participation by some or all of the members of the Board by electronic, or other means, is necessary. Participation is necessary and it is required by law, we also need a quorum, which we have established. 

Mr. White motioned to proceed and Mr. Strange seconded. 
Motion passed with a voice vote.
Mrs. Tidwell then turned the meeting over to the Chairman Dr. Sullivan Smith.  Chairman Smith asked the members to please state their name and speak clearly when they speak. Dr. Smith stated that all action and business that is to be conducted will need to be a roll call vote.

Keith Hodges, Associate General Counsel, asked each Board member to please state their name and answer if they had any prior knowledge of the case. Roll Call was taken.

Mr. Hodges again asked the members to please speak clearly and state their name so the court reporter could hear. Mr. Hodges went over the purpose of the meeting, to suspend the license of Bryan Englebert. He then reviewed the purpose of a summary suspension and what the board must do if they vote to suspend Mr. Englebert’s license. Mr. Hodges then passed out the summary suspension to the members that were present in the room and made sure the ones electronically could see it on the screen.

Respondent: Bryan L. Englebert, Paramedic License 41956, Walnut MS

Mr. Hodges asked the members of the Board to consider five (5) pieces of evidence and at the end of the proceeding, the state will ask that the Board summarily suspend Mr. Englebert license. He stated that Mrs. Tidwell will bring them up one at a time. 

The first piece of evidence was the statement from the Respondent’s partner; Mr. Austin, who appeared to have witnessed the incident.

Mr. Hodges then passed out the proposed Order of Suspension and was displayed on the monitors for members to read. 

On or about February 1, 2016 Respondent, who was on duty with Baptist Memorial at the time, digitally penetrated, grabbed the breast of, and received oral sex from a patient in the rear of an ambulance in Lowndes County, Mississippi. On or about February 8, 2016, Respondent was arrested for sexual battery of a vulnerable person, a felony, in Lowndes County, MS. On or about February 12, 2016, Respondent’s MS paramedic license was immediately suspended by the Mississippi State Department of Health, based on the alleged offense.

It is therefore ORDERED:

Respondent’s paramedic license is hereby SUMMARILY SUSPENDED; upon receipt of this Order, Respondent shall cease and desist from practicing of emergency medical services in the state of Tennessee; the suspension shall be effective immediately and shall remain in effect until the conclusion of the contested case hearing against Respondent or until otherwise ordered by the Tennessee Emergency Medical Services Board. The sole issue at the informal conference mentioned above shall be whether the public health, safety or welfare imperatively required emergency action by the Board. 

Dr. Smith stated that on page 3 number seven (7) and eight (8) should say: 
	“The facts established in paragraphs one (1) through (3)”

Mr. Strange motioned to accept the Summary Suspension with the changes mentioned and seconded by Mr. Mosby.  Roll Call vote was taken
