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[image: image1]Guidance for Section 106 Assessment
The following template will guide you through preparing a Section 106 (Cultural Resource-Historic/Architectural and Archaeology) review for Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act.  Historic properties that receive consideration under Section 106 are those that are listed on or eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic Places.  After review, the assessment will be submitted on your behalf by TDOT to the Tennessee State Historic Preservation Office for review and comment.
There are no set outcomes.  You must think about your project and how it relates to the existing buildings, farms, and landscape within your project area.  The project Area of Potential Effects (APE) include the area that will be physically disturbed by the project, the area within view of your project, and any area that the audible environment might change due to your project.   
Highlighting Guide
Green-Insert an answer or relevant project information.

Yellow-Guidance to delete when project is complete.
Blue-Evaluate related to your project and make a choice.  After choosing the applicable statement, be sure and delete the untrue one.

Unhighlighted text is boilerplate text that does not need alteration or additions.

Native American Coordination

The 2001 Advisory Council on Historic Preservation regulations (36 CFR 800) stipulates that Native American tribes that attach religious and cultural significance to properties that may be affected by an undertaking be invited to participate in the project review process as consulting parties. The Archaeology Section of the TDOT Environmental Division, acting as an agent of the Federal Highway Administration, reserves the right to determine the need for Native American Coordination. 
If needed, TDOT’s Archaeology Section will conduct all Native American coordination and consultation.  Applicants for local program funds cannot conduct Section 106 coordination and consultation. Your TDOT Environmental Division Local Programs Contact should advise if Native American Coordination is necessary.  Choose either:  TDOT has advised that Native American Coordination is not necessary for this project. OR  TDOT has completed Native American Coordination.  

Cultural Resources Survey

Pursuant to Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) regulations codified at 36 CFR 800, a survey is required to identify National Register of Historic Places listed, eligible, or potentially eligible resources within the Area of Potential Effects the (APE) of the proposed project (36 CFR 60.4). The survey includes areas that would be physically disturbed as well as areas that might possibly be affected by changes in air quality, noise levels, setting, and land use. 
Archaeology Survey

Read the following statement:  The project will be constructed entirely within existing right-of-way that has been disturbed by previous road and drainage construction, utility installations and governmental, commercial and/or residential, industrial development.  Therefore, no further work is warranted for this project.
If the above statement is not applicable, delete it and complete the report with detailed project description, maps, photos of project area, and plans.  Based on a review of these materials the TDOT Archaeology Section will advise if further survey is necessary or provide the text for this section.
Historic/Architectural Survey
Provide sufficient information to determine if there are any historic resources within the project’s Area of Potential Effects.  To search for National Register listed properties within your project area go to http://nrhp.focus.nps.gov/natreghome.do?searchtype=natreghome.  

The TN-SHPO maintains a statewide catalog of older buildings that includes houses, farms, outbuildings, commercial structures, and churches.  Go to http://tnmap.tn.gov/historicalcommission/ and identify your project area insert a screen shot of the survey map on the TN-SHPO Survey Map page on page 5.  If there are surveyed properties within the project area labeled photos of them must be included in the document.  Contact Steve Rogers (615.532.1550) at the TN-SHPO if your county is not included in the on-line survey to determine if there has been a survey completed of your project area. 

Include dates of construction of any old buildings (40 years old or older) either inside the footprint of the project or within view or sound of the project.  Approximate dates of buildings can be obtained from tax assessors  data available at http://www.assessment.state.tn.us/
Be sure to include photographs of the land and buildings within the project’s construction area as well as near the project (the Area of Potential Effects).  Photographs of the buildings should clearly show the buildings adjacent to the project and not just the roadway or trees.  

If historic properties are located in the immediate area, list them and discuss what impacts there would be.  You should conclude one of the following:

· No historic properties in the Area of Potential Effect (general area)

· Historic Properties but no adverse effect (and explain how the project will not adversely affect the historic property)

· Historic Properties that are being adversely affected (if so, this will require additional coordination-Contact TDOT Cultural Resource Staff)

Project Maps and Site Plans
Include a USGS 7 1/2 minute topographic clearly indicating the boundary of the project, the location of all elements related to the project, and the project’s Area of Potential Effects (1:24,000 scale).  You may obtain such a map at http://store.usgs.gov.  Be sure to include the name and number of the quad map and clearly delineate the project beginning and end point.  A USGS map is a requirement of the TN-SHPO.
Include other suitably scaled maps or site plans as necessary to depict the extent of the project and its locational relationship to its surroundings and environment.

For many local projects, simply completing this report will be adequate for the review process.  For others, like those in downtown areas, older neighborhoods, locally identified historic districts, or projects on completely undisturbed or new location, a survey by a qualified archeologist and architectural historian might be necessary.
