Hendrickson stated that in the new facility the lab space has been 
increased by about one third and the flexible and open design of the 
lab space will also increase capability.  Other labs have seen a 25% 
increase in testing volume without an increase in square footage as a 
result of moving to a more flexible and open design.  The new facility 
also includes a BSL 3 lab area for testing with additional safety and 
security which increases capability.
