Tennessee Suicide Prevention Network  
What To Do When You Think 
Someone is Suicidal? 

It can be very upsetting and dis-
tressful to hear someone talk 
about suicide. Knowing how to 
help and where to get help can 
ease these fears. Not everyone 
who has thoughts of suicide or 
talks about suicide actually at-
tempts it, but most people who 
take their own life have expressed 
their intention. That is why it is 
important to take all talk or hints 
about suicide seriously. This is 
even truer if that person is de-
pressed. 

It is not always possible to pre-
vent a suicide but your involve-
ment and knowing what to do 
could save a life. The best way to 
find out if someone is thinking 
about suicide is to ask. Asking 
will not give them the idea; in fact 
it could show them that someone 
really cares. Giving people the 
opportunity to talk about their 
feelings decreases the risk. If you 
believe someone is at imminent 
risk of suicide, call 911 or take 
them to the nearest emergency 
room.  

 

There are many types of help and 
ways you can support someone 
who may be at risk. One way is to 
give the person the National Sui-
cide Prevention Lifeline number: 
1-800-799-4TTY (4889), 1-800-
273-TALK (8255) voice. This 
number will connect them to the 
nearest crisis center where sup-
port and other help are available. 
This information could save a 
life.
