A check or money order 

for that amount must accompany this form made out to: State of Tennessee. Please note your 

license number on the check and application. 

 

A licensee whose license is inactive may not directly or indirectly engage in or conduct, or 

advertise or claim to be engaging in or conducting the business, or acting in the capacity of a 

home inspector as defined in § 62-6-302, governing home inspectors in this state. No continuing 

education shall be required for renewal of an inactive license. Licensees holding an inactive 

license are not required to maintain general liability or errors and omissions insurance. Inactive 

licenses shall be renewed biannually.
