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ABOUT THE PROGRAM OF STUDY
Cosmetology is designed to prepare students for careers within the personal care industry, including hairstylist, colorist, and nail technician. The courses in the program of study cover the safety procedures in salon environments, principles of hair design, nail structures, and chemistry of color application. Students may acquire hours to transfer to a postsecondary institution to complete the requirements needed to be eligible to take the Tennessee State Board of Cosmetology examination for a Tennessee Cosmetology License. The Cosmetology occupation group is projected to grow by 20.95 percent in Tennessee between 2014 and 2022. Job opportunities are strongest in urban and suburban areas of Tennessee. The job outlook for this program of study in Tennessee is as follows: 38.6 percent increase for skincare specialists, 21.3 percent increase for manicurists and pedicurists, and a 17.4 percent increase for hairdressers, hairstylists, and cosmetologists by 2022. Occupations with the greatest number of annual average openings include hairdressers, hairstylists, and cosmetologists.
