Clarksville


The Clarksville TCCRP target area is located in an established neighborhood in Clarksville named New Providence, selected due to the highest concentration of drug and violent crime in the city.   The target population is juveniles and adults who live in the target area and are offenders or at risk of offending.  The goal of the project is to reduce drug-related and violent crime through a multiple-faceted program returning the neighborhood to a safe, healthy place in which to live and work.

The hub of Operation Defiance project is the establishment of the Community Policing Center which is in a prime location for the targeted area residents to access.  The Community Policing Center is where all the partners come to work and provide services to the residents in the neighborhood. 

Prevention – Funded partners include Big Brother/Big Sister for mentoring at risk youth and the Adult Literacy program for providing a gateway to the educational credentials needed for job entry that will provide a working income.  Clarksville Building and Codes Department is an unfunded partner working on blight reduction within the targeted area.  In the second year of the grant another unfunded project will be ‘bucket-and-a –brush’.  This project will be implemented utilizing neighborhood volunteers and soliciting supply donations to continue the cleanup of the targeted area.

Enforcement – The Clarksville Police Department is a funded to implement the ‘data driven deployment’ project.  This project is an enforcement effort based upon development of reliable, defensible intelligence and evidence and which increases arrests and ensures convictions.  The CPD is also funded to train volunteers and run the ‘Neighborhood Watch’ groups.  The TN Board of Probation & Parole is funded to work collaboratively with the CPD to implement a ‘Nightlight’ project.  This project hopes to reduce repeat offenses in the targeted area through a monitoring activity where CPD officers and BOPP officers go together to make random home visits for adults.  This can also include on-site drug testing. 

Offender Intervention – There are two funded projects working in the offender intervention strategy.  Bradford Health Services is funded to provide substance abuse assessments and if indicated, treatment counseling and/or referrals to all offenders in the targeted area.  Bradford Health is also responsible for setting up and offering support groups (AA, NA) for the citizens in the targeted area.  Goodwill Industries is funded to provide workforce development for all adult offenders.  This project provides an opportunity to develop personal capacities and skills enabling them to prepare for and pursue job opportunities, job retention and advancement.  The workforce development project also benefits the prevention strategy by working with the at risk population.
