· The nomination narrative should specifically be formatted for the Governor’s Volunteer Stars Awards according to the judging criteria listed below. If it is written as a nomination for another award, it will not be given to the judges for consideration of this award.
· In the event that a business is nominated multiple times, the review panel will consider only the first nomination form submitted.

JUDGING CRITERIA

· Need:		Service addressed a specific need or needs in the community (i.e. poverty).
· Innovation:	The business used creative method(s) to solve community    
                         problems.
· Impact: 	The activity or service produced positive changes and provided an    	example to others.
