Tennessee adopted a new multi-measure educator evaluation
system that is focused on student outcomes; better connected professional learning opportunities,
compensation, and tenure to the teacher evaluation system; offered professional learning opportunities
on Tennessee’s State Standards; and developed innovative teacher leadership models in and outside of
districts. Improving educator preparation in order to advance effective teaching during an educator’s first
years in the classroom is one area where Tennessee has an opportunity for focused improvement.
