Addit ionally,
13.9% (133,107 cases) of the total COVID-19 cases are reported among Black-AA Tennesseans, a rate of 11,431 cases per 100,000
Black-AA Tennesseans. According to U.S. Census populat ion est imates, 17.1% of the TN populat ion is Black-AA.
