In 1993, the Tennessee General Assembly established the Tennessee Traumatic Brain Injury
(TBI) Program to address the needs of people with brain injuries and their families. Tennessee

Code Annotated 68-55-203 mandates the Department of Health develop and maintain a TBI
Registry to collect data on patients admitted to Tennessee hospitals. Since January 2019, the TBI

Registry has collected data on over 15,000 patients and has connected people with TBI in
Tennessee with resources vital for their recovery.
