DISABILITY
DISCGRIMINATION
POLICY 301-03

Since 1992, it has been the policy of the
Tennessee Department of Transportation to
prohibit discrimination against any qualified
individual on the basis of disability in regards to
the admission or access to, or treatment in, its
programs, services or activities or accessibility
to facilities within its ownership or control.

The Department shall comply with applicable
requirements of Section 504 of the Rehabilitation
Act of 1973, Title Il of the Americans with
Disabilities Act, Title 28 of the code of Federal
Regulations Part 35, “Non-discrimination on the
Basis of Disability in State and Local Government
Services,” as well as any other applicable law
pertaining to disability non-discrimination.

It is the policy of the Department to operate
each service, program, or activity so that the
service, program, or activity when viewed in its
entirety, is readily accessible to and usable by
qualified individuals with disabilities.
