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INSTRUCTIONAL BULLETIN NO. 21-19
REGARDING CHAPTER 2 — GEOMETRIC DESIGN CRITERIA

Effective immediately, the Roadway Design Guidelines Chapter 2 — Geometric Design Criteria has
been modified as follows:

In order to maintain consistent guidance on multimodal roadway design, 2-1202.01 has been removed
and 2-1202.00 has been updated to provide updated references to Chapter 3 — Multimodal Design.

2-1202.00 MULTIMODAL ROADWAY DESIGN IN DRIVEWAYS

Multimodal components must be considered when designing driveways. Driveway guidance
has traditionally focused on accommodating motor vehicles, but now emphasis is also being placed on
managing access and accommodating pedestrians and cyclists. The design of a driveway affects the
safety and mobility of motorists, cyclists, and pedestrians. See Chapter 3 Multimodal Design for
additional information for multimodal components.
